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Please Grant Us Another Good Year

As the year comes to a close we think back on all of the blessings we have
received. If you are reading this update, you and yours have been one of those
blessings, giving of your time, your talents and your treasures to help south
Mississippians.

In addition to you, we have been recipients of several grants this year to help
support our mission. Gulf Coast Community Foundation, Foundation for the Mid-
South & AVON, Direct Relief International, Wachovia, and Community Foundation
of Greater Jackson. Gulf Coast Community Foundation awarded us $25,000 to
purchase furniture for hurricane survivors whose homes we were helping to
rebuild. Foundation for the Mid-South and AVON awarded us $25,000 to help
single family female heads of household either purchase stoves and refrigerators
for their rental home or to pay the first month’s rent and all deposits to move from
their temporary residence after being displaced by Katrina to a new rental home.
Direct Relief International awarded us $49,800 with which to purchase medical
equipment, daily health supplies, diagnostic tests, medical supplies, the salary
for a medical administrative position, office equipment and supplies, and utilities.
Wachovia awarded us $25,000 to purchase building supplies (sheetrock, flooring,
electrical wiring and fixtures, etc.). The Community Foundation of Greater
Jackson awarded the clinic $1200 to purchase educational health materials.

Of those helped form the funding from Gulf Coast Community Foundation,
includes:
