POST SECONDARY PLANNING

ADMISSIONS TO COLLEGE/UNIVERSITY
Anyone planning on higher education should determine the entreq@igements of the particular school
they wish to attend. Admission requirements to colleges and universities vary ggtatignts should
consult the catalog of the college or university they are interested in attending to determine exact
requirements. Catalogs may be obtained from the colleges. Freshman applicants for Arizona Universities
must meet the following requirements forconditional admission:
1. rankin the upper 25% of their high school graduating class or have an overall
G.P.A. of 3.0 ora 4.0 scale OR
2. have a minimum score of 22 on the ACT or a minimum score of 1040 on the
SAT. NOTE: The ACT or SAT assessment is required for admission to all
state universities. It is highly recommended that these exams be takeg durin
the spring of the junior year.

NCAA ELIGIBILITY

All prospective student athletes who intend to participate in Division | or 1l athletics as freshmen in college
must register and be certified by the NCAA Iniizigibility Clearinghouse. A spefit group of courses

are required btheNCAA. These courses must be taken in grad&g;%redit earned in7or 8" grade

will not be accepted.

POST SECONDARY PLANNING TIME LINE

FRESHMEN YEAR: Students should begin investigating different caredtistwmatch their personality,
interests, and abilities (skills).

SOPHOMORE YEAR: Students should be collecting informatimom colleges, universities,
vocational/technical schools and the military to learn about requirements, costs and the varicatsoapplic
processes. Students should take the PLAN Test.

JUNIOR YEAR: Students should be taking tests such as the ACT, SAT and ASVAB which will assess
their potential for Post Secondary Education and certain careers. They should visit with the school
counséor to complete credit checks, to narrow their choices for post secondary education and to investigate
financial opportunities such as grants, scholarships, loans and employment.

SENIOR YEAR: If a student plans to attend post secondary schooling riglatf diggh school, they

should apply early to their final choice of college, university, vocational/technical school and/or military
branch. They should be retaking the ACT and/or SAT if they want to improve their scores. They can
apply for scholarships drother forms of financial aide beginning in September. They should mail the

PROGRAMS

HONORS PROGRAM---Level | Grading System

Students who enroll in designated honors courses will receive a modified grade point average. The
standard 4.0 GPA system has heeodified to award 5 points in Trigonometry/Calculus/Advanced
English/Physics and Human Anatomy; A=5 pts, B=4 pts, C=3 pts, D=2 pts, F=0 pts. Thus students in
advanced honors classes may have a GPA greater than 4.0.

SPECIAL EDUCATION PROGRAMS 8 Level lll Grading System

Exceptional students whose special needs cannot be met in the regular classroom may qualify for special
education services in accordance with the studentos |
GPA system has been modifigat Level Il courses as follows: A=3 pts, B=2 pts, C=1 pt, D=0 pts, and

F=0 pts.

Resource Programsare available for students who are able to attend the regular classroom for most of the
day with support services from speech, academic or behavior lsgisdi@ a specified period.

Self Contained Programsare provided for students who require special education services for more than
50% of the school day. Students are mainstreamed according to their individual ability to succeed in the
regular programAlthough the students spend the major part of their school day in a special education
classroom they participate in the regular education programs as much as possible.



CREDIT INFORMATION

HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATION CREDIT EARN ED PRIOR TO 9™ GRADE

Credit applied to the high school graduation requirements has to be earned during grades 9 through 12. The
only course in which a*7or 8" grader can earn credit toward graduation is Algebra I. This course and the
letter grade eaed will be recorded on the high school transcript.

TRANSFER CREDITS FROM OTHER HIGH SCHOOLS

The acceptance of credit from other schools is based upon a variety of factors: the accreditation status of

the sending school, the qualifications of the sthaf, similarity between the previous course content and

the Joseph City Schools course content, the number of days/hours for which the previous course met, and
studentbés grades in the course(s). lIhre a&ddiotoil drs t o tr
course of study document, catalog or other similar information. It is advisable that transferring seniors

have their credits evaluated prior to registering for courses. Any student receiving a diploma from Joseph

City High School will be expeted to meet the graduation requirements listed on page 2.

GRADES WHEN STUDENTS REGISTER AFTER THE 10™ DAY OF A SEMESTER

If a student registers in Joseph City Schools after tfela of a semester and/or has not attended any
school during the past Hehool days, the student will be registered on an audit basis for that grading
quarter.

GRADES WHEN STUDENTS TRANSFER INTO JOSEPH CITY SCHOOL
The grades received in courses for which Joseph City Schools will give credit will be averaged into the
grades emed in the Joseph City High School.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE/UNIVERSITY/CORRESPONDENCE COURSE CREDITS

Two credits from correspondence, community college or university comggise accepted toward the
graduation requirements. Students attempting to earnsadiites other than the Joseph City High

School campus need to exert care and caution.

Acceptance of transfer credit from sources outside Joseph City High School is not automatic.

Students must consult with their counselor and receive approvallieprincipal prior to enrolling in a

course outside of JCHS. Correspondence, community college and university courses must be at a higher
level of instruction than the course taught through Joseph City High School.
Correspondence/independent study couttsaisallow students to learn at home via written assignments,
Requires students to have assignments evaluated by a representative of the correspondence publisher, and
requires students to complete a final exam in a test taking environment at the schoolimich they

are enrolled.

MATHEMATIC COURSES

Algebra |

Physical Science
Grades: 912 Signature Required: No

This course is an overview of the fundamentals of physical science, including atomic structure, chemical
reactions and bonding, laws of motion, conservation of energy, wave phenomenaitgleatd related
topics.

Biology
Grades: 912 Signature Required: No
Prerequisites: None Dual Enrollment: No

This course is a study of living organisms, their classification, structures, functions, and relationships. The
course includesell theory, heredity, and the theory of evolution. The development of lab skills is
reinforced.

Chemistry
Grades: 1012 Signature Required: No
Prerequisites: Completion of Algebra | Dual Enrollment: No

This course covers the basic struetof matter in all its forms, with special emphasis on atomic theory,
chemical bonding, and chemical reactions, conservation of matter and energy, and related topics. Lab
experience is emphasized.

Physics | and 1l
Grades: 1112 Signature Required: Yes
Prerequisites: Completion of Algebra | Dual Enrollment: No

These courses cover the laws of motion, force conservation of energy and momentum, heat waves,
especially light, electricity, magnetism and other topics as time and interest perhgte afe lab
exercises and a scientific calculator is requiréteighted Course.

Human Anatomy and Physiology
Grades: 1%12 Signature Required: Yes
Prerequisites: Completion of Biology and Chemistry Dual Enrollment: No

This course is a detaill study of human anatomy and physiology, including cell structures and function,
tissues, organs, and organ systeiVeighted Course.



SOCIAL SCIENCE COURSES

World History/World Geography
Grades: 10 Signature Required: No
Prerequisites: None Dual Enrollment: No

The first semester (World History) traces the development of civilization from the Enlightenment and
Scientific Revolution to the present. Includes area of civilization, influences on civilization, problems and
conflicts of civilizations. There will be-3 writing assignments per week, a research paper, unit tests and a
final exam.

The second semester (World Geography) is the study of the physical and cultural aspects and the
interrelationships of people, placesiaanvironments at all scales from local to global. Emphasis is on the
development of a base of essential knowledge and concepts, thinking and information acquisition skills,
and the use of the tools of geography.

United States/Arizona History
Grades: 11 Signature Required: No
Prerequisite: None Dual Enrollment: No

This course will study the growth and development of the United States and the state of Arizona from
reconstruction to the present. Emphasis is on the experience of the Anperigae in transforming their
society to a responsible world power. There will b& &signments per week, a research paper, unit tests,
and a final exam.

United States/Arizona Governmend 1 semester of Economics
Grades: 12 Signature Required: No
Prerequisites: None Dual Enrollment: No

This course will cover the United States and Arizona government on a historical, theoretical and practical
level. Emphasis is on the three branches of government and the Constitutional basis of goyenvarent

civil rights and due process. There will b& 2ssignments per week, a research paper, unit tests, weekly
newspaper article analysis on political topics and a final exam.



FOREIGN LANGUAGE COURSES

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION COUR SES

Physical Education and Health
Grades: 910 Signature Required: No
Prerequisites: None Dual Enrollment: No

In this year long course, the student learns to recognize and respect the proper place of sport and physical
fitness as an essdaitpart of the total person. The curriculum is designed to improve physical strength,
cardiovascular efficiency, and neuromuscular skills as well as to impart knowledge of game rules and
strategies through involvement in a variety of individual and tectiwities. The course begins the

transition from team oriented sports to individual sports, and will stress the importance of fair play,
individual effort, skill development, sportsmanship, good health and body mechanics.

One quarter of the class wilelesignated to cover the Health curriculum. The following will be

discussed: Body Systems, Growth and Development, Communicable armbiamunicable Diseases,
Safety and Emergencies, and Environmental Health.
