Birthday Of fering 
In 1922 the Women’s Auxiliary of the Presbyterian 
Church challenged all women to give one penny for 
every year of their life for a special birthday offering 
mission project.  On April 6 we will have birthday cup-
cakes to allow everyone to celebrate their birthday and 
support two special mission projects:  Presbyterian 
Church of the Congo, and Presbyterian Church of Kin-
shasa, to supply roofing for 19 schools, build 5 new 
structures, provide supplies for teachers and motor 
bikes to educational supervisors.  The second project is 
Lakeview Presbyterian Church Weekday School resto-
ration in New Orleans, Louisiana.  During Katrina the 
water stayed close inside the school for 2-1/2 weeks, 
leaving only the outside of the building.  Also to buy 
new equipment and restore outdoor play areas. 
This birthday offering throughout our churches allows 
the light to break forth through mission grants.  The 
goal of the birthday offering churchwide is $1.2 million.  
This year only two grants were selected due to extreme 
needs.  There will be bulletin inserts that will show 
more of these very interesting projects.
