Getting by seems to be the common 

mantra today. We are in one of those 

periods in history when changes are 

occurring that we don’t quite under-

stand. Many of our parents experi-

enced the Great Depression in the 

30s. There was also the famous pe-

riod in the 60s and 70s that was 

known as the hippy movement. Then 

an era of living beyond our means 

began in the early 80s and lasted un-

til a year or so ago. Now that is over. 

In other words, the “reset” button 

has been pushed, and we are in an-

other time of change to perhaps a 

more modest life style. 
 

Pastor Mayes addressed the spiritual 

impact of this current change in a 

recent sermon titled “Enough for To-

day.” The sermon is posted on the 

FPC web site, www.p1pc.org for you 

to read if you wish. But what does 

“enough” mean for our everyday 

lives? It might mean that we learn 

from the experiences of our parents 

and grandparents who grew up on the 

Dakota plains or in the hills of Okla-

homa and Texas. It could mean redis-

covering how to use canning jars and 

freezer bags. It could mean using the 

Internet to find web sites that show 

which retail outlets are offering spe-

cials this week. It might mean, as one 

mother of four has discovered, cut-

ting food costs by carefully using lo-

cally available coupons. It might 

mean starting a food storage plan or 

buying a few precautionary medica-

tions to get us through a tough period. 

It might mean planting a few seeds in 

the neighborhood community garden. 

We’re not sure exactly what it means, 

but we are sure that we will be learn-

ing new skills and developing new 

relationships as we move forward. 

And the best part is that we don’t 

need to try to face these challenges 

alone. There are an amazing number 

of resources available within our own 
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Letters and applications have been mailed to kids 

who I could think might be interested in Camp 

Sawtooth.  There is money available for camp schol-

arships, so rather than lose the money to this ques-

tionable economy, let’s invest in your spiritual life.
