Jerry went over with a check, gallon of milk 

and bread to a very cold house. 

 The homeless man who was trying to get to 

Oregon to his sister and warmth, needed a 

bus ticket, and ended up getting snowed in 

two nights at Motel 6 – had meals, and said 

he would never forget this church. 

 David, the man on medication who needed 

help getting his disability check – Aid for 

Friends helped arrange housing for him. 
 

 A recent trip to Camp Sawtooth and a card for 

Warren told us Warren has had an influence on 

young people he has never met. 
 

 Getting copies of birth certificates for people 

who need them for a job. 
 

 A wonderful lady who sewed 8 shower curtains 

and donated the fabric so campers will have 

cheery showers.

Highlights of the June 23, 2009, 
Session Meeting 
 
• A financial statement as of May 31, 2009 prepared by Deaton 

& Company was received with errors. 
• Session acted to empower John Meiners, newly appointed 

treasurer of Memorial & Endowment, and Nancy Wheeler, 
chair of the committee, to execute trades and complete other 
business transactions at the direction of the M & E committee 
and in full compliance with guidelines established by session. 

• Session agreed with the recommendation of the Finance 
Committee that property, casualty, liability and directors & 
officers insurance for June to September 30, 2009 be moved 
to the Insurance Board. 

• At the recommendation of the Outreach Committee session 
voted to approve use of the Lewis Street yard (or the lower 
level of the church building in the case of rain) by Aid for 
Friends for its 25th anniversary celebration on August 15. 

• Also upon recommendation of the Outreach Committee 
session agreed to support the Salvation Army Skip-a-Meal 
fund raiser in July. 

• Session agreed to permit the nursery to be used an additional 
morning per week for a second play group sponsored by the 
College Neighborhood Association. 

 
In a special called meeting of session on June 11, session 
received a report regarding cuts and adjustments to the 2009 
budget to provide for the hiring of a Director of Music 
Ministries, an accompanist for the choir and a church secretary.  
A salary package for the DMM was created and Gerald Hughes 
was hired to fill the position.  Salary for the position of church 
secretary was created and authorization to advertise for the 
position was given.
