Following up on a concept suggested 

by a congregation member, we'll be 

providing an opportunity for people 

who are willing to perform tasks to 

connect with people who would like 

to have them performed. The idea is 

that congregation member A performs 

some pesky task for congregation 

member B, who in turn makes a con-

tribution to the Idaho Foodbank in 

thanksgiving that the task is out of the 

way! Look for two sign-up posters to 

appear after worship late in Septem-

ber: one poster for people to sign up, 

specifying tasks they're willing to per-

form, and one poster for people to sign 

up, specifying tasks they need to have 

done. Keep an eye on these posters so 

that you can get in contact with the 

perfect person to perform that pesky 

task, or with the person who desper-

ately needs you to perform it. The 

work should be done on the weekend 

of 10-11 October, and the contribu-

tions should be deposited in the offer-

ing plate on Sunday 11 October, speci-

fying Foodbank in the notation line of 

your check. 

 

We hope you will enjoy this opportu-

nity to serve your church family and 

support the Foodbank! And we hope 

you will let members of Outreach 

Committee know how it goes. We 

value your feedback for planning fu-

ture fund raisers. 
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On 4 October we'll be celebrating World Commun-

ion Sunday, and as has been our tradition, we'll re-

ceive the Peacemaking Offering during our worship 

service. The Peacemaking Offering was created in 

1980 to support the efforts of the Presbyterian 

Church (U.S.A.) to live out a deeper commitment to 

peacemaking as part of our faithfulness to God. It is 

one of four special offerings designated by the Pres-

byterian Church (U.S.A.)ôs General Assembly. 

 

Each congregation is encouraged to retain 25 percent 

of the Offering it receives to use for local ministries 

of peacemaking within the church and its commu-

nity. Twenty-five percent is used by presbyteries and 

synods, and 50 percent is used by the General As-

sembly ministries through the Presbyterian Peace-

making Program. 

 

As proposed by Outreach Committee and approved 

by Session, we will again be using the local 25 per-

cent of the Offering to support the work of Family 

Services Alliance. Family Services Alliance is a lo-

cal agency which works to promote safe and healthy 

families, to end physical and mental abuse, and to 

provide victim support. It exists to help those who 

are victims, and to educate the public, the potential 

victim, and the potential abuser. Family support ser-

vices offered by this organization include victim ad-

vocacy, counseling, intervention, a shelter, transi-

tional housing for women in substance abuse recov-

ery, a 24-hour crisis line, support groups, and recov-

ery support services. Family Services Alliance offers 

an essential service to our community, and we think 

it is a very appropriate recipient of our Peacemaking 

funds.

In the past six years, the 

Smiths have worked to deepen the connection with 

the Baptist Union and to develop connections with 

the Russian Orthodox Church and Evangelical Lu-

theran Church of Russia and Other States.
