Widows Program


A program supported and overseen by Southwest was begun last year to support poor Christian widows in Haiti.  It was inspired by a widow who lived in a 10’X 10’dirt floor hut and rode on the back of a motorcycle each Sunday to church.  She eventually died from lack of care and food.  


Last year, Reese Scott along with Diane and Tom Criswell, in memory of Oleta and Harold Blackburn, began this program with sizeable donations to a special account in an Ada bank.  From this account, they support about 50 widows in Haiti.  They provide enough for a meager existence which costs about $50 per month.  The assistance is administered by a board five Christians in Haiti.  


We appreciate the willingness of Reese Scott and the Criswells to begin this great work.  The legacy of love that the Blackburns have left to the church and to the poor of our number continues.
