 Part of it had to do with the circumstances of 
my raising.  I grew up on a farm.  How the family did 
materially was directly connected to how hard each 
member worked, including Mother.  While my father led 
the way to provide for the family, mother was not far 
behind.  As a matter of fact, there were many days when 
she toiled more than the rest of us.  Usually she was the 
first one up in the morning and would start the fire in 
our wood stove.  She would cook almost every meal.  
And, what she prepared was not packaged and ready to 
drop in a pot or slide in the oven.  Her biscuits were not 
in a tube that was opened by slamming it on the edge of 
the counter.  Her chicken and dumplings were 
handmade.  The chicken even had to be killed and 
plucked.  Then, between cooking meals and cleaning, 
she spent about as much time in the fields as the rest 
of us.  Looking back, I don’t see how she did it.   
 Another reason why my Mother was the best 
had to do with the undying and unfaltering love she had 
for my brothers and me.  No matter what happened, 
Mother was in our corner.  She prayed for us.  She 
listened to us.  Yes, she disciplined us, but it was never 
without the aim of making us better.  She wept for us.  
She believed in us at times when we felt like no one 
else did.  She never complained about any service she 
rendered to us.  (Our wives will bear witness that we 
were all quite spoiled when we married.)  There is no 
doubt in my mind that Mother would have died in our 
stead if the need ever arose.   
 Mother is gone now; she died with Dad, her 
daughter-in-laws, my brothers and me at her bedside.  
She wouldn’t have wanted to go any other way.   
 Today, I long to talk to her.  I miss our 
conversations most of all.  She would be so delighted 
with her grandchildren, and now great-grandchildren, 
but she is gone.   
 Please, don’t forget your own mom.  Love and 
appreciate her while she is still with you.  I promise, in 
years to come, you will not regret any amount of
